Bushfire At-Risk Register and Schools at
Risk of Grassfire (Category 4)

Clunes Primary School is a rated as a School at Risk of Grassfire
(Category 4) school by the Department of Education.

School procedures for the bushfire season

Fire danger ratings and warnings are used in Victoria to “'%-

Schools and children’s services listed on the DET Bushfire At-
Risk Register (BARR) and NOW those at risk of grassfire

(Category 4) will be closed when a Code Red fire danger LOW-MODERATE “ CODE RED
rating day is determined in their Bureau of Meteorology ——

district. Our school has been identified as being one of

those at high bushfire or grassfire risk. Fl RE DANG ER RATI NG

Where possible, we will provide parents with up to four days’ notice of a potential Code Red day closure by letter and SMS
message/phone tree. A Code Red day will be determined by the Emergency Management Commissioner no later than

1.00pm on the day before the potential closure. Once we are advised of the confirmation of the Code Red day we will
provide you with advice before the end of the school day.

Once confirmed, the decision to close will not change, regardless of improvements in the weather forecast. This is to avoid
confusion and help your family plan alternative care arrangements for your child. It is also important to note that:

e No staff will be on site on days where the school is closed due to a forecast Code Red day.
e  Out-of-school-hours care will also be cancelled on these days

e School camps will be cancelled if a Code Red fire danger rating day is determined for the Bureau of Meteorology district
in which the camp is located.

e All bus routes that travel through the Code Red area will be cancelled.
e Depending on which Bureau of Meteorology district is impacted bus route cancellations may affect our school.

On these Code Red days families are encouraged to enact their Bushfire Survival Plan — on such days children should never be
left at home alone or in the care of older children.

For those of us living in a bushfire prone area, the Country Fire Authority (CFA) advises that when Code Red days are forecast,
the safest option is to leave the night before or early on the morning of the Code Red day.

As part of preparing our school for potential hazards such as fire, we have updated and completed our annual Emergency
Management Plan, prioritising any maintenance works that may assist in preparing for the threat of fire.

What can parents do?

e Make sure your family’s bushfire survival plan is up-to-date and includes alternative care arrangements in the event
that our school is closed.
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e Ensure we have your current contact details, including your current mobile phone numbers. Keep in touch with us by
reading our fortnightly newsletters, by checking our website- www.clunesps@edu.au and by talking to your child’s
teacher or any other member of the teaching staff about our emergency management plan.

e  Most importantly at this time of year, if you’re planning a holiday or short stay in the bush or in a coastal area, you
should check warnings in advance of travel and remain vigilant during your stay.

e If your child is old enough, talk to them about bushfires and your family’s bushfire survival plan.

Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund
applications

The Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund helps eligible families to cover the costs of school trips, camps
and sporting activities.

If you have a valid means-tested concession card, such as a Veterans Affairs Gold Card, Centrelink Health
Care Card or Pensioner Concession Card, or are a temporary foster parent, you may be eligible. There is
also a special consideration category for asylum seeker and refugee families.

Payment amounts this year are $125 for eligible primary school students. Payments are made direct to
the school to use towards expenses relating to camps, excursions and sporting activities for the benefit of
your child.

It is important that funding made available in 2022 supports students to participate in school trips, camps
and sporting activities this year rather than being held for future years. This funding can also be used in
conjunction with any funding accrued from previous years. Please note these activities will only take place
if they meet COVIDSafe requirements.

If you applied for CSEF through our school last year, you do not need to complete an application form this
year, unless there has been a change in your family circumstances.

If you would like to apply for the first time, please contact the school office on ph: 03 5345 3182 and ask
for an application form.

You can also download the form, and find out more about the
program and eligibility, on the Department of Education and
Training’s Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund web page.

Check with the school office if you are unsure, and please return
completed forms to the school office as soon as possible.

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It's been really fantastic to see such excitement around the return to school and we want to
keep it that way. A crucial part of that is getting as many students vaccinated as possible.

Alongside ventilation and other vital COVIDSafe steps such as regular rapid antigen testing,
supporting as many students as possible to be vaccinated will help make our school as safe
as possible.

Bookings for children aged 5 to 11 to receive the paediatric Pfizer vaccine are open and we
encourage parents and carers to get your child vaccinated, if you haven’t already done so.

The Pfizer vaccine is safe and recommended for children. The vaccine will help protect your
child from getting sick from COVID-19, help to reduce the spread of COVID-19, and help
ensure Kkids can have more time at school and playing with their friends.

Vaccinations for children aged 5-11 years old are delivered at 2 appointments, 8 weeks apart.
Children with specific medical vulnerabilities can access their second dose 3 weeks after their
first dose.
