Dear Parents and Carers,

We are now nearing the end of Week 8 of Term 4 of this very tumultuous and challenging year. I’d
sincerely like to thank you all for the grit and resilience that you and your families have demonstrated, for
many of you under complex, often extreme circumstances and conditions.

Who’d have thought that here in regional Clunes we’d have needed to navigate the highs and lows of a
global pandemic in 2020 and as Victorians manage the health and safety implications of COVID-19
twice in lockdown; at home, at work, in the community, and also here at school.

We are a school that is committed to and enjoys strong parent, social and wider Clunes community
connections. School Community connections are embedded in the ‘fabric’ of how this school operates.
It has been really emotionally hard to have to follow the strict Department of Education (DET)
guidelines, tossing about and out some treasured routines, practices and events in order to keep us all
healthy and safe. Like you at home, we’ve waited eagerly for each Premier’s Update and then for the
follow up DET Operations updates. The lag between both has sometimes been stressful and frustrating
for us all, even though we understand the complex nature of the enormous task of keeping everyone
healthy and safe. And whilst Victoria now takes a huge breath of relief at double zero ‘doughnuts’,
COVID-19 restrictions and implications for our end of year school programs and events continue.
We’ve not been able to have parents on-site now since the beginning of Term 2. It seems like the whole
year! We miss you! In Lockdown we were often able to meet weekly via our ‘supermarket style’ MP
Hall Learning Pack collection and delivery. We were able to connect at least weekly via phone or IT.
Back on-site, we’ve tried our best to maintain the positive Learning from Home level of communication
as well as to focus fully on supporting the academic and wellbeing needs of all students. It has been very
busy... but rewarding! We sorely missed the kids too! As we enter a 2021 of being COVID- cautious it
is our intention to revise, refine and improve our communication systems.

We have a very different three weeks ahead- not necessarily to our liking, but we can do this as well as
we are able to and we aim to be together as much as possible. We will provide programs and experiences
as close to ‘normal’ as we can, within DET guidelines.

Our Year 6s have been able to participate in their Resilience Project and some of the Year 6 students
have attended on-line transition sessions. 2021 Mt. Rowan SC students will attend a ‘rural school’ small
group transition session tomorrow; Friday. Our Graduation ceremonial dinner will unfortunately need to
be restricted to students and teachers only this year, with parents participating in the Awards ceremony
via MS Teams. This is vastly different to previous years but we will meet the challenge!

Our Pre-school students are yet to attend a session up at school. Miss Dargaville has visited the Pre-
school several times though and our School Captains presented a virtual school tour and a beginning
school social story which has also been sent home with each child. A state-wide Transition Day remains
scheduled for December 8. Students beginning CPS in Years 1-6 will also participate in a transition
program on-site on this date.
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Our 2020 Swimming Program also looks very different. Because the City of Ballarat Council operates
both the BALC and the Eureka pool, the BALC was able to move the learning program to an outdoor
learning space in order to comply again with DET requirements. Black Hill PS, Canadian Lead PS,
Blowhard PS, Waubra PS and Trawalla PS have also benefitted from this unique to 2020 and necessary
learning program opportunity. Despite the cold and blustery weather this week, the students
enthusiastically reported to me that they enjoyed their lessons.

Students in all year levels were able to complete the Life Education P-6 program this week. We had to
rush the permission notes home, with no notice, so thank you sincerely for your understanding and
prompt action!

This time last year we had just finished the School Musical, EB, the Clunes Show and we had catered for
the Wesley Community dinner. Again, who’d have thought...

So back to the last 3 weeks of the 2020 school year. Please see the updated Calendar on the back page of
this Newsletter. It is just as full as last year, only different! I’ll mention one other event that will have a
whole school impact. Yes, sadly in line with DET guidelines there will not be a Carols Concert this
year...so on behalf of all staff, ’'m very sorry, we all love this event.... I’ll need to have a quiet word

with Santa ...

Please complete Prep 2021 enrolments asap. Under the current Department of Education COVID-19 rules, a
child must be enrolled at their future school in order to be able to actively participate on-site in the school’s
Prep 2021 Transition program.

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HEAD LICE

While children are at school, many families will have contact with head lice.
While head lice continue to cause concern and frustration for some parents, teachers and children,
there are ways we can work together to help manage head lice.

Our school policy for managing head lice is outlined below:

When head lice have been noticed in your child’s class, a note is sent home with all children in
the class letting parents know and requesting parents check their child’s hair and
if necessary, commence treatment.
Children who have head lice are excluded from school until treatment has commenced. If head
lice are noticed when your child is at school, families will receive a phone call from the school
asking you to collect your child so he/she can be treated at home.
Our school conducts head lice checks from time to time for those children who have permission

The diagram below shows the life cycle of head lice and just how long head lice will be present.

It is very important that treatment is commenced straight away and that daily checks are conducted
and all eggs removed. Talk with your chemist or health centre about effective treatments.

HEAD LICE
