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Chemical Science 3/4LA - Solids and Liquids

In 3/4LA we have been learning
about Liquids and Solids. We
have learnt that different solids
need heat to melt and have
different melting points.

Staying safe from mosquitoes

After floods and heavy rainfall, mosquitoes can grow and spread in the pools of water left behind.

While the overall risk is low, some mosquitoes carry diseases that are spread through mosquito bites. Mosquitoes
are more active at dusk and dawn, but some will also bite during the day.

The best way to prevent mosquito-borne diseases is to avoid mosquito bites.
Families can protect against mosquito bites by:

e covering up as much as possible with long, loose-fitting, light-coloured clothing
e applying insect repellent that contains picaridin or DEET on exposed skin when leaving home
e limiting outdoor activity if lots of mosquitoes are active.
